It is required that all Early Childhood 3 children be toilet trained. Please be prepared to present the following documentation at the
time of registration: the child’s original birth certificate, baptismal certificate (if not baptized at St. Paul or Blessed Trinity), social
security card, health records (blue immunization form) and a physical (yellow form) are required before August 2010. If there is a
custody agreement a copy must be submitted with the registration form. Other information needed for emergency records is the
name, address, and phone number of the child’s doctor, dentist and the names, addresses and phone numbers of 3 relatives or
friends that you delegate to be notified in case you can't be reached in an emergency.

A non-refundable $175 registration fee is required at the time of registration. One month'’s tuition is also required for new families
only. For your convenience our Registration Packet is posted on our web site, http://www.stpaulcatholicschool.org/reg2010.html
under the link, Registration 2010. Please fill out on-line, print and bring the completed forms with you on January 11™.
