Health Care Legislation. The Catholic Church recognizes access to basic health care as a fundamental human right. Catholic
teaching insists that any final federal health reform (presently being considered in Congress) should promote accessibility;
affordability; access to health care for immigrants; and protection of conscience rights. It should not provide for abortion funding.

Florida Bishops' statement. This Saturday, January 22, is the 37" anniversary of the Roe v. Wade decision. In a recent
statement, the Catholic Bishops of Florida wrote, “Approaching the somber anniversary of the U. S. Supreme Court decision that
declared an unborn child has no constitutional protection, we have a glimmer of hope as surveys of the American public indicate
the overwhelming majority do not believe in unrestricted access to abortion. . . . Let us continue to pray unceasingly for the day
when Roe v. Wade will be overturned and all human life will be protected from the moment of conception.”

Immigration Reform. The U.S. Conference of Catholic Bishops (USCCB) acknowledges that the current immigration system in
our country is badly in need of reform. The bishops offer a comprehensive set of recommendations for changing U.S. laws and
policies to reflect the principles contained in Scripture and Catholic Social Teaching and to bring about a more humane and just
immigration system in the U.S. It is anticipated that immigration reform could be considered in Congress in 2010. The USCCB
has thus launched a postcard campaign to Congress in support of immigration reform. Individuals can send an electronic
postcard directly from the website, www.justiceforimmigrants.org.
