Haiti Update. Communications are still very limited to Haiti, but here is what we know. Fr. Antilus, Beretha and Evelyne are all ok
and unharmed. Damage on Lagonav is less severe than in Port au Prince. St. Isidore church, school, and compound are ok. Our
clinic building in Plen Mapou is ok. All our other friends on Lagonav are ok, however many, including Fr. Antilus have missing,
injured, or deceased relatives and friends. Sadly, PWH board member, Micki Morency, lost her aunt. The 35-bed Wesleyan
hospital, the only one on Lagonav, is operational but is overwhelmed with injured coming from Port au Prince seeking care. In the
coming days and weeks, the strain on Lagonav will continue to increase - more people coming from Port au Prince seeking food,
shelter, and medical care; food and fuel (most delivered from PauP) becoming more scarce and prices continuing to rise. Our
medical mission is "on go" for March 13-21, contingent on our ability to make necessary arrangements. We are needed more than
ever.

Florida Bishops' statement. January 22, is the 37" anniversary of the Roe v. Wade decision. In a recent statement, the
Catholic Bishops of Florida wrote, “Approaching the somber anniversary of the U. S. Supreme Court decision that declared an
unborn child has no constitutional protection, we have a glimmer of hope as surveys of the American public indicate the
overwhelming majority do not believe in unrestricted access to abortion. . . . Let us continue to pray unceasingly for the day when
Roe v. Wade will be overturned and all human life will be protected from the moment of conception.”

Immigration Reform. The U.S. Conference of Catholic Bishops (USCCB) acknowledges that the current immigration system in
our country is badly in need of reform. The bishops offer a comprehensive set of recommendations for changing U.S. laws and
policies to reflect the principles contained in Scripture and Catholic Social Teaching and to bring about a more humane and just
immigration system in the U.S. It is anticipated that immigration reform could be considered in Congress in 2010. The USCCB
has thus launched a postcard campaign to Congress in support of immigration reform. Individuals can send an electronic
postcard directly from the website, www.justiceforimmigrants.org.
