Christ, the mediator between God and man,
judge of the world and Lord of all,
has passed beyond our sight,
not to abandon us but to be our hope.
(Eucharistic Preface, Feast of the Ascension)

When we think of heaven, we think of a place apart,
separated from us and from the life we know now. We
imagine a solid boundary that we must cross to arrive at
heaven, and that boundary is death. We are down here, on
earth. God is up in heaven, with the angels and saints and,
we pray, our faithful departed. When we die, we might get
to go there too.

The feast of the Ascension, though, intimates that the
situation is not so black and white. The boundary is more
fluid than we imagined. Christ, the mediator between God
and man, serves as a go-between, who bridges the divide.

Christ is here on earth with us always. He promised
that. | am with you always, even unto the consummation of
the world. He is with us in his Word, in the Sacraments,
and by his indwelling presence in his faithful people.

And somehow we are also there, right now, with him
in heaven. He is the head of the Body, we are the
members. Where the head is, the members are. Christ
having ascended, we are there in heaven with him, at the
right hand of the Father.

We cannot fully understand or comprehend this
mystery of the Ascension. Yet we know intuitively that it is
cause for celebration. His ascension is our glory and our
hope.

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Sacramental and Parish Information

Sacrament of Baptism: A parent, who is a practicing
Catholic, should prepare for the Baptism of a child by
contacting the parish office, preferably before the arrival of
the child.

Rite of Christian Initiation for Adults (RCIA): This
program prepares adults interested in becoming Catholic,
or Catholic adults not yet confirmed, for the sacraments of
initiation or reception into the Church at Easter. A similar
program is offered for children from third grade through high
school. Contact the parish office.

First Reconciliation and First Holy Communion:
Diocesan sacramental guidelines require a minimum of two
years of Catholic religious instruction before the reception
of First Reconciliation and First Holy Communion. If you
have a child who is five or six years old, and is baptized,
but not currently a student in a Catholic School or the
Family Religious Education program, please contact
Annamaria in the parish office.

Sacrament of Confirmation: Confirmation is usually
administered to parish teens once per year in the spring.
The preparation program is open to all ninth graders and
above. Preparation classes usually begin in January.
Contact the parish office for more information.

Sacrament of Marriage: Couples should contact the
parish office at least six months in advance. The Catholic
party is expected to be attending Mass regularly.

Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick: Those who are
being admitted to a hospital should receive this sacrament
at church whenever possible by speaking to one of our
priests. The infirm may receive the sacraments at home by
calling the parish office.
