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May that fire which hovered over the disciples 
as tongues of flame 

burn out all evil from your hearts 
and make them glow with pure light.  Amen.

          Fire can bring on unwelcome devastation.  A family 
home, and all its contents, can go up in flames, leaving a 
family homeless and distraught.  A business enterprise can 
be wiped out in a sudden blaze, like the dry cleaning 
establishment that was consumed on M.L.K. at 23rd Avenue 
N some years back.  When planes hit the World Trade 
Center on 9/11, the resulting fires brought down the 
buildings.   
          But sometimes the devastation caused by a fire can 
be a good and welcome thing.  For example, foresters seek 
to keep forests healthy by “controlled burns,” which can 
renew and protect the forest and its wildlife.   
          Among the reasons God sends the Holy Spirit upon 
us is to do this kind of “controlled burn,” to burn out all evil 
from our hearts.  Once the dross of sin is burned away, our 
hearts can burn freely with the pure glow of God’s light and 
love.

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Sacramental and Parish Information 
 
Sacrament of Baptism:  A parent, who is a practicing 
Catholic, should prepare for the Baptism of a child by 
contacting the parish office, preferably before the arrival of 
the child. 
 
Rite of Christian Initiation for Adults (RCIA):   This 
program prepares adults interested in becoming Catholic, 
or Catholic adults not yet confirmed, for the sacraments of 
initiation or reception into the Church at Easter.  A similar 
program is offered for children from third grade through high 
school.  Contact the parish office. 
 
First Reconciliation and First Holy Communion:  
Diocesan sacramental guidelines require a minimum of two 
years of Catholic religious instruction before the reception 
of First Reconciliation and First Holy Communion.  If you 
have a child who is five or six years old, and is baptized, 
but not currently a student in a Catholic School or the 
Family Religious Education program, please contact 
Annamaria in the parish office.  
  
Sacrament of Confirmation:   Confirmation is usually 
administered to parish teens once per year in the spring.  
The preparation program is open to all ninth graders and 
above. Preparation classes usually begin in January.

Sacrament of Marriage:  Couples should contact the 
parish office at least six months in advance.  The Catholic 
party is expected to be attending Mass regularly. 
 
Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick:   Those who are 
being admitted to a hospital should receive this sacrament 
at church whenever possible by speaking to one of our 
priests.  The infirm may receive the sacraments at home by 
calling the parish office.
