Probably it's difficult for you and me to put into
words what draws us to the Mass, to the Holy Eucharist,
to Christ. We just know that we must draw near to the
only one who can fulfil our deepest desires---for
acceptance, forgiveness, and peace.

Exciting news about St. Paul's Children’s Center.
Presently our Children’s Center is operating in two far
flung locations. The two-year-olds are in the modular
building near the Convent, while the center director’s
office and rooms for infants and toddlers are located at
the west end of the Parish Center. Starting tomorrow,
June 14", we wiill begin construction to renovate a Parish
Center classroom (that presently serves as a chapel) into
a facility for the two-year-olds. Once this work is done
(by August, we hope), all Children’s Center classroom
and office facilities will be consolidated in the Parish
Center. We plan to sell the modular building and have it
removed from the campus. For information about
enrollment in the Center’s full-time day care program,
call 727.822.3481, ext. 18.

Chapel plans. The conversion of the Parish Center
chapel into a day care classroom means the temporary
loss of a chapel facility. Our long-term plan is to make
the Convent chapel available as a replacement for the
Parish Center chapel. This is a wonderful solution. The
Parish Center chapel is a makeshift affair, having
originally been a classroom. The Convent chapel was
designed for prayer and worship, has stained glass
windows and other appealing architectural features, and
exudes a sense of peace. The Sisters have graciously
consented to share their chapel with the wider parish
community. This will require some modification of the
Convent chapel (e.g., air conditioning and heating
upgrades; handicapped access; restroom facilities;
convent security). Once funds are available, this work
will be done. Until that time, the church will serve as the
singular place for all our worship services.

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Sacramental and Parish Information

Sacrament of Baptism: A parent, who is a practicing
Catholic, should prepare for the Baptism of a child by
contacting the parish office, preferably before the arrival of
the child.

Rite of Christian Initiation for Adults (RCIA): This
program prepares adults interested in becoming Catholic,
or Catholic adults not yet confirmed, for the sacraments of
initiation or reception into the Church at Easter. A similar
program is offered for children from third grade through high
school. Contact the parish office.

First Reconciliation and First Holy Communion:
Diocesan sacramental guidelines require a minimum of two
years of Catholic religious instruction before the reception
of First Reconciliation and First Holy Communion. If you
have a child who is five or six years old, and is baptized,
but not currently a student in a Catholic School or the
Family Religious Education program, please contact
Annamaria in the parish office.

Sacrament of Confirmation: Confirmation is usually
administered to parish teens once per year in the spring.
The preparation program is open to all ninth graders and
above. Preparation classes usually begin in January.
Contact the parish office for more information.

Sacrament of Marriage: Couples should contact the
parish office at least six months in advance. The Catholic
party is expected to be attending Mass regularly.

Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick: Those who are
being admitted to a hospital should receive this sacrament
at church whenever possible by speaking to one of our
priests. The infirm may receive the sacraments at home by
calling the parish office.

Our parochial school provides an outstanding Catholic
education for children from pre-kindergarten (beginning at
age three) through eighth grade.
