
 THIRTEENTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME  

 
 

Jesus went off with Jairus, the synagogue official, 
and a large crowd followed him 

and pressed upon him. 
(Mark 5:24) 

 
          Today’s Gospel passage shows Jesus responding 
to the synagogue official, Jairus, who pleaded earnestly 
with him, saying, ‘My daughter is at the point of death.  
Please, come lay your hands on her that she may get 
well and live.’  Jesus immediately went off with him to 
his house. 
          On the way he encountered a woman afflicted 
with hemorrhages for twelve years.  Even though he 
was already on a mission, heading towards Jairus’ 
house for the sake of his daughter, he stopped and 
made time to cure the woman and affirm her faith. 
          Even the crowd constantly pressing upon him 
didn’t throw him off his game.  Jesus was always the 
man for others.  He didn’t come to be served, but to 
serve. 
          I recently was talking to a father who was upset 
about his teenage son’s lack of appreciation and 
affection for the boy’s grandfather.  The father said that 
boy had complained, “I don’t consider him my 
grandfather, because he has never made time for me.” 
          Perhaps that may be true.  Perhaps the man 
hasn’t been an attentive grandfather.  But the boy needs 
to learn that “life’s not about me.”  It’s about how we can 
love and serve others, regardless of their faults.  It’s 
about honoring others, including our parents and 
grandparents, even if they aren’t perfect. 
          When we realize that, and act upon it, we have 
come to maturity.  We have achieved the full stature of 
Christ.  (Ephesians 4:13)  Christ always made time and 
room for others, even when it wasn’t convenient, even if 
the people weren’t particularly deserving, even though 
the people couldn’t or didn’t give him anything in return.  
For Christ, life wasn’t about him and his needs and 
wants.  It was about love and service of others.

Sacrament of Baptism:  A Parent, who is a practicing 
Catholic, should prepare for the Baptism of a child by 
contacting the parish office, preferably before the arrival of 
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the child.  Adults seeking Baptism or desiring to join the 
Catholic Church should call the parish office or contact a 
parish priest. 
 

Sacrament of Holy Marriage:  Couples should contact the 
parish office at least six months in advance.

Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick:  Those who are 
being admitted to a hospital should receive this sacrament at 
Mass whenever possible.  The infirm may receive the 
sacraments regularly at home by calling the parish Outreach 
office at 727.822.3481.

Our parochial school provides an outstanding Catholic 
education for children from pre-kindergarten (beginning at 
age 3) through 8th grade.
