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And whether they heed or resist--- 
for they are a rebellious house--- 

they shall know that a prophet has been among them, 
says the Lord. 
(Ezekiel 2:5) 

 
          In our baptism, we were anointed with the chrism 
of salvation.  We were anointed for a mission.  As a 
member of the Body of Christ, we were sent to bring 
Christ to the world. 
          The baptismal ceremony reminds us that Christ 
was anointed Priest, Prophet, and King.  So part of our 
mission is to be a prophet.  Moses prophesied this 
destiny for us when he exclaimed, “Would that all the 
people of the Lord were prophets!  Would that the Lord 
might bestow his spirit on them all!” (Numbers 11:29) 
          Scholars speak of the two dimensions of being a 
prophet.  The first is the criticizing dimension.  A prophet 
must ‘tell it like it is,’ denouncing evil and attempting to 
move people to change.  The second dimension is the 
energizing dimension, when the prophet tells it the way 
that it can be, providing the possibility of hope for a 
disillusioned and despairing people.  See The Modern 
Catholic Encyclopedia, p. 698. 
          It’s hard to be a prophet, particularly of the 
criticizing sort.  That can bring rejection, ridicule, and 
even persecution.  We shy away from it.  One 
parishioner tells me, “Monsignor, you’re much more a 
pastor than a prophet.”  In other words, she thinks I’m a 
wimp when it comes to being a prophet.  Maybe so. 
          But all of us, in accord with our own style and 
disposition, have plenty of opportunities to speak the 
truth, stand up for what we know is right, provide good 
example, and thus bring Christ to the world.  All of us 
could stand to aim higher in this regard.
