On the road of life, we can keep our eyes focused
straight ahead on the path we've marked out, self-
preoccupied, and never look right or left. But if we do, we
will see alongside the road many who have been stripped
and beaten and left half-dead.

How will we react? Will we be moved with
compassion, or will we avert our eyes and move on
quickly?

To be moved with compassion means to suffer
with, or to suffer together with another. Its opposite is to
be indifferent, merciless, hardhearted, stonyhearted. The
indifferent person passes by on the opposite side of the
road, so to speak, like the Levite and the priest in the
parable of the Good Samaritan.

Throughout his ministry, Jesus always chose to
stop, rather than pass by. Whenever he encountered
anyone suffering, he dropped what he was doing and
attended to them. Still today, he attends us when we are
beaten down and suffering, healing our wounds and
restoring us to life, so that we can get up and show the
same compassion to one another.
