Jesus instructed the Twelve
to take nothing for the journey but a walking stick----
no food, no sack, no money in their belts.
(Mark 6:8)

Good stewards don't cling to their own possessions,
but rely on God'’s grace.
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‘In Christ we have redemption by his blood,
the forgiveness of transgressions,
in accord with the riches of his grace
that he lavished upon us.
(Ephesians 1:7-8)

Jesus sent out the disciples with no food, no sack,
no money in their belts. And so they went; and they
drove out many demons, and they anointed with oil
many who were sick and cured them. To use more
modern parlance, they adopted “voluntary poverty” and
they succeeded in their mission to the sick and
suffering. The Lord provided.

Dorothy Day, a founder of the Catholic Worker
Movement, advocated voluntary poverty for all
Christians. So too did the Second Vatican Council, at
least for bishops and priests. This is in imitation of
Christ, who though he was rich made himself poor for
our sake. (2 Corinthians 8:9) And we know that Christ
pronounced the poor blessed: Blessed are you who are
poor, for the kingdom of God is yours. (Luke 6:20)

It's hard to find a definition of voluntary poverty.
At the least it involves living a simple life, in solidarity
with the truly poor, and not falling prey to the
consumerist mentality that “more and bigger is better.”

Voluntary poverty also involves the person in
sharing his time, talent, and treasure generously for the
sake of the poor. But it's more than everyday
generosity. Dorothy Day says voluntary poverty
prompts us to be profligate in our love and generosity,
spontaneous . . . . (Meditations, p. 53) “Profligate”
means “recklessly prodigal or extravagant.”

This too imitates Christ, who has lavished the
riches of his grace upon us. He is more than generous.
He is lavish.

Partners with Haiti

Partners with Haiti celebrates its 10"
anniversary this year. Since it was formed, 57
parishioners and friends have made 17 trips to our twin
parish, St. Isidore’s. Fr. Antilus recently told us that
without support from St. Paul’'s and others, St. Isidore’s
could not survive. To keep our bond strong, we are
planning two pilgrimages next year: a youth trip in the
summer, and an adult group to coincide with our sixth
medical mission in March. We hope you will consider
joining us on one of these trips.

We are also continuing with our medical
endeavors. Our second nurse, Evelyne Vilsaint,
graduates from nursing school in September, and our
first nurse, Beretha Toussaint, just completed her first
month of internship at the only hospital on La Gonave.
They are both very excited and very grateful for the
opportunity they have been given. We also recently
received a financial grant from the Franciscan Sisters of
Allegany which will allow a badly needed roof
replacement on the clinic we plan to open and operate.
Our next fundraiser will be the fourth annual ‘Walk for
Health in Haiti’ this November.

Our ministry continues to grow and the needs of
St. Isidore’s are many. One misconception we
sometimes hear is that PWH only does medical
missions and that medical experience is needed to
participate. In reality, we are supporting St. Isidore’s and
its school in many ways, and the only qualification
needed is a willingness to help.

Sacramental Information
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Sacrament of Baptism: A Parent, who is a practicing
Catholic, should prepare for the Baptism of a child by
contacting the parish office, preferably before the arrival
of the child. Adults seeking Baptism or desiring to join
the Catholic Church should call the parish office or
contact a parish priest.

Sacrament of Holy Marriage: Couples should contact
the parish office at least six months in advance. The
Catholic party is expected to be attending Mass
regularly.

Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick: Those who
are being admitted to a hospital should receive this
sacrament at Mass whenever possible. The infirm may
receive the sacraments regularly at home by calling the
parish Outreach office at 727.822.3481.

First Reconciliation and First Holy Communion.
Diocesan Sacramental guidelines require a minimum of
two years of Catholic Religious Instruction before the
reception of First Reconciliation and First Holy
Communion. If you have a child who is five or six years
old, and is baptized, but not currently a student in a
Catholic School or the Family Religious Education
program, please contact Annamaria in the parish office
at 727.822.3481.
