| have been working with men of the parish to plan
our Wednesday morning men’s spiritual program for the
coming year. The last two years, we utilized a program
entitled “That Man is You!” This summer, we've been
looking at alternatives.

We are leaning towards using “Crossing the Goal,”
a program featured on EWTN. But in the course of
sampling various possibilities, we listened to a DVD made
by Fr. Robert Barron, a dynamic and learned priest of the
Archdiocese of Chicago. He happened to be talking
about Jesus’ visit to the home of Martha and Mary.

Fr. Barron contrasts the many things that
preoccupied Martha with the one thing that Jesus said
was necessary. Martha’'s mind was going in a million
directions. She couldn’t focus. She wasn’t centered.

Even if she had changed places with Mary, Fr.
Barron suggests, and sat at the feet of Jesus, she would
have remained anxious and worried about many things.
Mary, if she were doing the cooking and serving, would
nevertheless have been calm and peaceful. Because
she was focused, she was centered, she was at peace.
She knew only one thing mattered----relationship with
Christ.
