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Jesus summoned the crowd with his disciples 
and said to them, 

‘Whoever wishes to come after me must deny himself, 
take up his cross, and follow me.’ 

(Mark 8:34) 
 
          In the first part of today’s Gospel passage, Jesus is 
speaking just to his disciples.  At the beginning of verse 34, 
however, the point is made that Jesus then “summoned the 
crowd” and began speaking to this larger group as well as to 
the disciples.  Jesus wanted to make certain that as many as 
possible heard his preaching about denial of self, taking up 
the cross, and following him.  He wanted to make certain we 
heard it. 
          A person can write a treatise about Christianity, 
explaining articulately the faith and all its doctrines and 
traditions.  But to be a Christian, one needs to act.  Faith of 
itself, it if does not have works, is dead. 
          The “works” of the Christian are spelled out by Jesus:  
Following him in doing not your own will, but the will of the 
Father.  Following him in forgiving those who trespass 
against you and praying for those who persecute you.  
Following him in loving one another and in laying down one’s 
life for one’s friends.

Sacramental and Parish Information 

 
 
Sacrament of Baptism:  A parent, who is a practicing 
Catholic, should prepare for the Baptism of a child by 
contacting the parish office, preferably before the arrival of 
the child. 
 
Rite of Christian Initiation for Adults (RCIA):  This 
program prepares adults interested in becoming Catholic, or 
Catholic adults not yet confirmed, for the sacraments of 
initiation or reception into the Church at Easter.  A similar 
program, RCIC, is offered for children from third grade 
through high school.  Contact the parish office. 
 
First Reconciliation and First Holy Communion: 
Diocesan sacramental guidelines require a minimum of two 
years of Catholic religious instruction before the reception of 
First Reconciliation and First Holy Communion.  If you have 
a child who is five or six years old, and is baptized, but not 
currently a student in a Catholic School or the Family 
Religious Education program, please contact Annamaria in 
the parish office.  
  
Sacrament of Confirmation:  Confirmation is usually 
administered to parish teens once per year in the spring.  
The preparation program is open to all ninth graders and 

above. Preparation classes usually begin in January.

Sacrament of Marriage:  Couples should contact the parish 
office at least six months in advance.  The Catholic party is 
expected to be attending Mass regularly. 
 
Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick:  Those who are 
being admitted to a hospital should receive this sacrament at 
church whenever possible by speaking to one of our priests.  
The infirm may receive the sacraments at home by calling 
the parish office. 
 
St. Paul Catholic School & St. Paul Children’s Center:  
Our parochial school provides an outstanding Catholic 
education for children from pre-kindergarten (beginning at 
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age three) through eighth grade.  Our Children’s Center 
provides quality day care for children age two and under. 
 
Parish Membership:  Every Catholic household is 
encouraged to register in the parish.  You may register on 
the first Sunday of the month by attending the information 
meeting held in the Parish Center after the 9:30 a.m. Mass.  
St. Paul’s parishioners strive to be good stewards of God’s 
gifts.  Christian stewardship includes a sharing of time, talent 
and treasure with the parish community.  Each household is 
expected to accept its responsibility for the welfare of the 
parish and its educational and charitable ministries by 

participation in Sunday Mass, active involvement in the 
parish, and by weekly use of the church support envelopes.
