We do not have a high priest who is unable
to sympathize with our weaknesses,
but one who has similarly been tested in every way,
yet without sin.
(Hebrews 4: 15)

God in Christ, by becoming one with us in the mystery
of the Incarnation, by assuming our human nature, by taking
the form of a slave, has experienced what we experience.
He understands our weakness, the stresses we face, the
hardships we endure. He lacked none of the afflictions due
to hunger and thirst, sleep and weariness, sadness and
tears. (St Leo the Great) Though he never sinned, he
knows the strength of our passions and addictions and
temptations.

Often when we see weakness and sin in others, we
disdain and reject them. Not so Christ. Symeon the New
Theologian, an early Church Father, reflecting on our text
from Hebrews, wrote: Nearly all reject the weak and the
poor as objects of disgust; rulers turn away from them, while
the rich ignore them and pass them by when they meet
them as though they did not exist; nobody thinks it desirable
to associate with them. But God . . . has not disdained to
become the father, the friend, the brother of those rejected
ones.

| find great consolation in Symeon’s conclusion that
God, despite our unworthiness, has chosen to become our
father, our friend, our brother. Instead of rejecting us, God
gives us help. Injudging us, he is full of mercy.

Sacramental and Parish Information

Sacrament of Baptism: A parent, who is a practicing Sacrament of Confirmation: Confirmation is usually

Catholic, should prepare for the Baptism of a child by
contacting the parish office, preferably before the arrival of
the child.

Rite of Christian Initiation for Adults (RCIA): This
program prepares adults interested in becoming Catholic, or
Catholic adults not yet confirmed, for the sacraments of
initiation or reception into the Church at Easter. A similar
program is offered for children from third grade through high
school. Contact the parish office.

First Reconciliation and First Holy Communion:
Diocesan sacramental guidelines require a minimum of two
years of Catholic religious instruction before the reception of
First Reconciliation and First Holy Communion. If you have
a child who is five or six years old, and is baptized, but not
currently a student in a Catholic School or the Family
Religious Education program, please contact Annamaria in
the parish office.
